14-17 years
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The junior residence is located in the centre of Le Marais, the very heart of Paris, in the 4éme
arrondissement. It is a typical Parisian building with classrooms, common rooms and bedrooms on
the same site. Students are supervised 24-hours a day. Groups are maximum of 8 students, different
nationalities, from 14 to 17 years old. This intensive course includes 22,5 hours of lessons which aime

to assist students in communicating in French with efficiency and eloquence.

Full immersion into the language and culture of
a country is fully justified in learning a foreign
language. Besides lessons, daily life in the country
where the language is spoken allows students to
practice constantly; any communication at any
time is made in the local language. The audio and
visual environment is a constant and powerful
stimulus, and a source of knowledge. Contact
with the country’s culture is an integrated part of
language learning.

An initial assessment of each student is made
before their arrival via a French test sent by
email during June 2018 and a Skype session. This
assessment is then refined by an oral test upon
arrival.

Morning classes are intensive and focused
on fundamental knowledge. Any grammar
or vocabulary rules are immediately put into
practice so that students learn how to use them
and become familiar with their use.

1. Definitions

1.1 When the following words with capital letters are used in these Terms, this is
what they will mean:

Booking : your booking for one of Our Courses;

Courses : the language training courses advertised on Our website;

Deposit : the sum of 300 GBP; 400 EUR or 500 USD (as applicable);

Event Outside Our Control: is defined in clause 8.2;

Fees : the fees payable by you in respect of your Booking;

Terms : the terms and conditions set out below;

We/Our/Us : Instill Education Limited (trading as “OISE”) a company registered
in England and Wales under company number 01293463 and having its registered
office at 38 Binsey Lane, Oxford OX2 OEY, United Kingdom. VAT registration
number GB792403230.

1.2 When We use the words “ writing ” or “ written ” in these Terms, this includes
e-mail unless We say otherwise.

2. Bookings

2.1 Bookings can be made by completing and submitting the form on Our website
together with payment of your Deposit or the total Fees (as applicable, see clause 3.1).
2.2 Please ensure that you read these Terms carefully, and check that the details of
your Booking are complete and accurate, before you make your Booking. If you
think that there is a mistake, please contact Us to discuss. We will confirm any
changes in writing to avoid any confusion between you and Us.
